Following his initial training as a horn player, Michael Muller-Kasztelan completed degrees in Music Education and German Studies,
graduating with the German State Examination in 2006. At the same time, he studied Opera Performance at the Hochschule fiir Musik
Saar and subsequently pursued postgraduate studies in Concert Singing before continuing his education at the Eastman School of
Music in New York.

While still a student, he was engaged by the Saarlandisches Staatstheater, served as a Visiting Artist at the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology (MIT) in Boston, and appeared at the Walker Art Center in Minneapolis. Further engagements in leading tenor roles have
taken him to the Sala Nezahualcéyotl in Mexico City, the Beijing Concert Hall, the Shenzhen Concert Hall, Grieghallen Bergen, the
Munich Biennale, the Schlossfestspiele Zwingenberg, and the Oper im Zelt Festival in Merzig.

He has appeared at the Nationaltheater Mannheim, Volksoper Wien, Landestheater Linz, Staatstheater Meiningen, Staatstheater
Oldenburg, Theater Bremen, Theater Libeck, Theater Krefeld-Moénchengladbach, Theater Koblenz, Theater Osnabriick, Theater
Magdeburg, Theater Bremerhaven, Volkstheater Rostock, Landestheater Neustrelitz, and Theater Kiel, of whose ensemble he has
been a member since the 2009/10 season.

His principal roles include Pasterz (Krél Roger), Paul (Die tote Stadt), Florestan (Fidelio), Bacchus (Ariadne auf Naxos), Erik (Der
fliegende Holldnder), Jim Mahoney (Rise and Fall of the City of Mahagonny), Loge (Das Rheingold), Tamino (Die Zauberfléte), Don
Ottavio (Don Giovanni), Fenton (The Merry Wives of Windsor), Narraboth and Herodes (Salome), and Eisenstein (Die Fledermaus).

In the 2017/18 season, he appeared as Macduff (Macbeth) and Ismaele (Nabucco) at the Bolshoi Opera and Ballet Theatre in Minsk.
During the 2019/20 season, he made his debut in Mexico City, performing Loge (Das Rheingold with the Orquesta Sinfénica del Estado
de México under Rodrigo Macias Gonzélez. In the 2022/23 season, he made his debuts at both the 75th Edinburgh International
Festival and the Bergen International Festival.

A distinguished interpreter of contemporary music, Miller-Kasztelan has created major tenor roles in numerous world premieres,
including works by Jiri Reinvere (Peer Gynt), Cristobal Halffter (Schachnovelle), Volker David Kirchner (Savonarola), and Marton lllés
(Die weiRe Furstin). In the 2018/19 season, he sang the title role of Gabriel Jensen in the world premiere of Marco Tutino’s opera
Falscher Verrat, commemorating the centenary of the Kiel Sailors’ Uprising.

He has performed under conductors such as Edward Gardner, Constantin Trinks, Markus Poschner, Gabriel Feltz, Giordano
Bellincampi, Dirk Kaftan, Markus Bosch, Sebastian Lang-Lessing, Gregor Buhl, and Ryan Bancroft, among many others. His
collaborations with stage directors span several generations and include Brigitte Fassbaender, Sandra Leupold, Marie-Luise Kautz,
Andrea Moses, John Dew, Christopher Alden, Philipp Himmelmann, Jay Scheib, Andreas P. Rosar, Dirk Schmeding, and Carlos Wagner.

For Schott Music Mainz and Saarldndischer Rundfunk, he recorded rediscovered Jewish cantorial songs as well as Benjamin Britten’s
Seven Sonnets of Michelangelo. For the label New Focus Recordings, he appeared as Alfred Hersland in Anthony Gatto’s The Making
of Americans. For Capriccio, he recorded the tenor solo in Beethoven's Ninth Symphony with the Deutsche Staatsphilharmonie
Rheinland-Pfalz.

In 2007, he was awarded scholarships by the Richard Wagner Association and the Alois Lauer Foundation and was named an
Ambassadorial Scholar of Goodwill by Rotary International. In the 2011/12 season, the Society of Friends of Theater Kiel honored him
with its Young Artist Award.
